 WSC TRIP CANCELLATION AND REFUND POLICY 

What happens when you cancel from a WSC trip? 
 

 
According to club policy, the member becomes responsible for  
financial losses to the trip. (However, if a trip is cancelled by the 
club for any reason, the clubôs contingency fund covers 
non-recoverable losses, and the members receive full refunds.) 
If you cancel from a trip, you must submit your cancellation in writ-
ing to the trip or activity leader, and your letter must include your 
handwritten signature. The date the trip or activity leader receives 
your letter serves as your official cancellation date.   
If you cancel from a vacation trip (defined as 5 or more nights) 
more than 60 days before the trip departure date, and your spot on 
the trip is filled, you will receive a refund of your money minus the 
$50 cancellation fee. If you cancel from a vacation trip 60 days or 
less from the departure date, you will receive a refund of your 
money minus $50 or any non-recoverable and fixed costs, which-
ever is greater. Any penalty fees you may have incurred will also 
be deducted.   
If you cancel from a weekend trip more than 60 days before depar-
ture, and your spot is filled by another member, you will receive a 
refund minus $30. If you cancel from a weekend trip 60 days or 
less from departure, you will receive a refund minus $30 or any 
non-recoverable and fixed costs, whichever is greater. 
If you cancel from a day trip more than 30 days before the trip 
date, and your spot is filled, you will receive a refund minus $10. If 
you cancel from a day trip 30 days or less from the trip date, you 
will receive a refund minus $10 or any non-recoverable and fixed 
costs, whichever is greater. 
Refunds are paid after the tripôs final accounting report has been 
reconciled by the assistant treasurer, typically about one month 
after the trip has returned. Exception:  if the cancellation is from, 
and more than 60 days before, a vacation trip. In this case the re-
fund will be paid within 30 days of receipt of the cancellation letter. 
If a member wants to transfer from one vacation trip to another 
vacation trip sponsored by the WSC, the cancellation fee will be 
waived when done before October 15

th
 or more than 90 days be-

fore the trip departure date, whichever comes first. Transfers may 
be done only to an open space, and cancellation from one vaca-
tion trip to transfer to another vacation trip must be done on the 
same day. A  transfer to a waiting list is prohibited (the cancellation 
fees will be charged in such a case).

 Our first two races in January were at Tanglewood, PA on 
January 2,3 and at Elk, PA on January 9,10. Tanglewood 
has a nice course for an early season race (that is code 
for ñit is not very steepò). At Elk we raced on Slalom which 
is fairly steep, long and icy (that is code for ñit makes your 
heart beat fasterò). Elk is one of our favorite races. 
 
Wilmington Ski Club did pretty well. In team competition 
we placed second in Giant Slalom (GS) and third in Sla-
lom (SL). 
 
For the women, Susan Maximiuk finished second overall 
in GS and won first place in her  age group; Susan fin-
ished second in her age group for SL. Beth Forbes had 
second place finishes in her age group for both GS and 
SL. 
 
For the men, Paul Fowser finished eighth overall in GS 
and won third place in his age group. Paul is in a very 
tough age group along with Steve Zilli and John Hadfield. 
Fast Fred Forbes, Rich Zober, and Bill Champion each 
got place finishes in their age groups in both GS and SL. 
 
Slalom is interesting because of the races we compete in 
(GS, SL and Super-G), SL requires the most skill in mak-
ing good turns. Slalom is slower in absolute speed than 
GS or SG (and much slower than Downhill), but the gates 
and turns come up much more quickly. One of the indica-
tors that our club is continuing to improve is the enthusi-
asm for SL and the improvement in our times in SL. 
When people start out they hate SL because it is so hard. 
As they get better, they feel the ñexcitementò and chal-
lenge of having the gates come up so quickly. Besides it 
is very rewarding to run-over or ñbashò the evil gates. 
 
One of the downsides to racing SL is that fewer people 
show up for those races and the people that do are typi-
cally better racers ï so most of us donôt do as well in SL 
as we do in GS.

Then Feb 5-7, we are at Whiteface, Lake Placid, NY. We 
have Super-G on Friday which is always exciting because of 
the speed, GS on Saturday, and SL on Sunday. The GS race 
is on part of the course used for the Olympic GS races. 
 
It is open to anyone in 
the club. The events we compete in are considered recrea-
tional racing.

The last Sunday in February (February 28) is Council Cup 
race at Blue Mtn.

We 
compete as teams of 3 or 4 men and 1 or 2 women. It is more 
low key and ñfunò than our more competitive races. The 
course is about as challenging as a NASTAR course. If you 
are interested in participating, let me know. The race is partly 
subsidized by EPSC and in the past our club has given us 
some subsidy also, so it makes for a day of cheap thrills.
