The season ending ASRA (American Ski Racing Alliance) National Championship is 
more than just a race weekend. It is the culmination of everything a racer works for 
all winter. Itôs packed full of drama and laughter, victory and disappointment, compe-
tition and camaraderie. After inspecting the course, brushing on a coat of fast wax, 
nervously joking with the competition as you stand around waiting ð itôs suddenly 
your turn to go. The sound of your boots clicking into the bindings tunes out the rest 
of the world as the butterflies arrive. You take a deep breath and everything gets 
serious. The whole season is on the line, and itôs time to focus ð because anything 
can happen in ski racing.  
  
The Wilmington Ski Club had nine racers attend the ASRA Championship at 
Belleayre Mountain, New York during the weekend of March 12-14. For Saturdayôs 
championship race, the mountain was engulfed in fog, with 30 mph gusts of wind, 
and rain that changed to ice pellets and then back to rain, making mental focus as 
important as physical prowess. In the Elite Division, Paul Fowser had Wilmingtonôs 
fastest combined time (1:27.56) and placed 6th, and Susan Maximuk (1:31.07) was 
Wilmingtonôs top woman, placing 4th. Fred Forbes (1:30.52) won gold in Menôs Sen-
ior Division and his daughter Beth Forbes (2:10.15) was 6th in Womenôs A. Wendy 
Lapham (1:47.58) advanced from a low seed to upset two of the favorites and take 
the gold in Womenôs B. In Menôs B, Rich Zober (1:32.27) and Steve Zilli (1:32.95) 
took silver and bronze, and John Hadfield crashed three gates from the finish. Bill 
Champion (1:47.75) took the bronze in Menôs C.  
  
This was the best group of Wilmington Ski Club racers ever to attend the ASRA Fi-
nals in skiing ability, medal count, mental preparedness and camaraderie. The im-
provement of Susan, Beth and Wendy this year was incredible, and Paul, Fred, 
Rich, Steve, John and Bill constantly pushed each other all year to achieve new lev-
els. Weôre especially proud of Paul Fowser, whose jump from last yearôs B Division 
to Elite this year shows how hard he worked to achieve this goal. The most impor-
tant fact about the Wilmington Ski Club team is something not found in the stats. 
Weôre a close-knit group of hard working skiers who help and care about each other, 
without the egos normally found in a group of athletes. We travel as a team, we work 
as a team and we party as a team. Weôre open to increasing our membership for 
next year, and we welcome skiers of all ages and abilities who like to ski fast and 
want to improve.
