But we had a good season, 
and we expect to build on it for next year. This year our team had major ac-
complishments. 
 
The entire team improved their racing in the ASRA (American Ski Racing 
Alliance) events. When Paul Fowser began racing he was the best skier on 
the team and he immediately became a good racer. Through hard work, he 
has translated that ability to become one of the top racers in ASRA. Wendy 
Lapham has also worked hard and won Womenôs B division in the ASRA 
Championship Finals in March at Bellayre, NY. Besides beating all of the 
women in her ability group, she also beat John Hadfield and Bill Champion. 
 
No one out-works Steve Zilli; he continues to improve his racing and his gen-
eral skiing ability. Steve led The Attack of the Eight Year Olds (Rich Zober, 
Margot Kaminski, Paul Fowser, Bill Champion, Sharon Weston and Cam 
Weston) at the Timberline Summer Race Camp at Mt Hood, OR, in July. 
Rich Zober has no problem going fast ï he also races automobiles. Rich 
ñreadsò the course well and can pick a very fast line. It is enlightening to talk 
to him during course inspection.  Susan Maximuk has become one of the top 
women racers in ASRA. She has also started competing at water skiing with 
the same determination that she shows in Alpine skiing. 
 
We are all impressed with how well Beth Forbes is skiing. She is very smooth 
and very fast. But we are even prouder that she got engaged this year. We 
are sure the pre-nups will include allowance for significant ski time. We also 
expect a new racing recruit in the next year or so. 
 
Many of us also competed in NASTAR (NAtional STandard Race) races. Not 
surprisingly, there were bragging rights involved. Encouragingly, many of us 
also improved our NASTAR handicaps this year. Steve Zilli, Bill Champion, 
Fred Forbes and Wendy Lapham had personal bests this season. In addition, 
Fred Forbes competed at NASTAR finals at Winter Park, CO. 
 
Margot Kaminski has had a very good skiing year. In addition to attending the 
Timberline Summer Race Camp, she was also able to attend a race camp at 
Beaver Creek, CO in December (with some of the instructors from Mt Hood) 
and attend the World Cup races at Beaver Creek. Margot will graduate from 
Yale Law School this year. Amazingly, during her winter break from law 
school, Margot is also a ski instructor at Vail, CO. This spring she passed her 
Level III PSIA (Professional Ski Instructors of America) Exam. Maybe not 
quite as good as passing the bar exam, but close - not many instructors get 
to that level. On a little bit of a sad note, after graduation from law school, 
Margot will start a job in Alaska. So she will not be racing with us next year. 
 
The summer is not a total waste. We will use the summer to get physically 
and mentally prepared for next season. In addition, the race team has adven-
tures planned for the summer. Some of the adventures involve paying off the 
margarita and beer bets made during the race season.
