One of the few consolation of the end of summer is that ski season will soon be here. 
However, several of us from the Wilmington Ski Club race team were able to enjoy 
summer and ski, too. We attended the Timberline Mt. Hood Race Camp at Mt. Hood, 
Oregon at the end of July. Mt. Hood is the tallest mountain in Oregon at over 11,000 
feet. It has permanent snow to about 7,000 feet. There are several race camps at Mt 
Hood during the summer. The Timberline camp has one or two Masters Sessions 
(ñMastersò is a euphemism for ñadultsò). 
 
Several of us have attended previous years; Steve Zilli has gone at least five years in 
row. This year Steve, Paul Fowser, Sharon Weston, her son, Cam Weston, Margot 
Kaminski, Rich Zober and Bill Champion attended. All total, there were 14 of in the 
camp. We had instruction and skiing in the morning, we had lunch and then we did 
some kind of camp activity such as white water rafting on the Deschutes River, moun-
tain biking, go-cart riding, etc. 
 
The instructors actually coach real racers, so the level of instruction is excellent. (As 
you would expect, the coaches have ñadaptedò their level of expectation for the adults.) 
Skiing in the summer is great ï no frostbite warnings!  And the snow is where it belongs 
ï on the mountain. 
 
Cold weather skiing will be here soon enough. Our first races are the ASRA Season 
Openers at Killington, VT in mid-December. ASRA has races nearly every weekend in 
New York, Pennsylvania, or Vermont in January, February and early March. Typically 
most of us make about  5 to 7 of those races. 
 
Recreational ski racing is a club activity. We encourage anyone who is interested in 
racing to contact one of the race team members and join us at one of the races. I can 
be reached by email at rochamp@aol.com.

WSC TRIP CANCELLATION AND REFUND POLICY 
What happens when you cancel from a WSC trip? 

 

 
According to club policy, the member becomes responsible for financial losses to the trip.  
(However, if a trip is cancelled by the club for any reason, the clubôs contingency fund covers 
non-recoverable losses, and the members receive full refunds.) 
 
If you cancel from a trip, you must submit your cancellation in writing to the trip or activity 
leader, and your letter must include your handwritten signature. The date the trip or activity 
leader receives your letter serves as your official cancellation date.   
 
If you cancel from a vacation trip (defined as 5 or more nights) more than 60 days before the 
trip departure date, and your spot on the trip is filled, you will receive a refund of your money 
minus the $50 cancellation fee. If you cancel from a vacation trip 60 days or less from the de-
parture date, you will receive a refund of your money minus $50 or any non-recoverable and 
fixed costs, whichever is greater. Any penalty fees you may have incurred will also be de-
ducted.   
 
If you cancel from a weekend trip more than 60 days before departure, and your spot is filled 
by another member, you will receive a refund minus $30.  If you cancel from a weekend trip 
60 days or less from departure, you will receive a refund minus $30 or any non-recoverable 
and fixed costs, whichever is greater. 
 
If you cancel from a day trip more than 30 days before the trip date, and your spot is filled, 
you will receive a refund minus $10.  If you cancel from a day trip 30 days or less from the trip 
date, you will receive a refund minus $10 or any non-recoverable and fixed costs, whichever 
is greater. 
 
Refunds are paid after the tripôs final accounting report has been reconciled by the assistant 
treasurer, typically about one month after the trip has returned.  Exception:  if the cancellation 
is from, and more than 60 days before, a vacation trip. In this case the refund will be paid 
within 30 days of receipt of the cancellation letter. 
 
If a member wants to transfer from one vacation trip to another vacation trip sponsored by the 
WSC, the cancellation fee will be waived when done before October 15

th
 or more than 90 

days before the trip departure date, whichever comes first.  Transfers may be done only to an 
open space, and cancellation from one vacation trip to transfer to another vacation trip must 
be done on the same day.  A  transfer to a waiting list is prohibited (the cancellation fees will 
be charged in such a case).
